The habit of 
reading is getting lost. For this it is 
necessary that at least one library 
should be built in all homes. Some 
time of your day must be devoted 
to read books.
 Explaining the meaning of 
t h e  v e r s e  " S a  V i d y a  Y a 
Vimuktaye", he said that craft 
binds a person and vidya liberates.

To 
keep the nature of reading books 
alive, then it is very important to 
come  up  w i t h  new  books . 
Otherwise our interests, our 
knowledge will go on becoming 
limited.

 “ E d u c a t i o n  i s 
i n c o m p l e t e  w i t h o u t 
experience'' - It is with this 
mindset that Vidya Bharati 
Alumni, Diganta Sarma, took a 
break after higher education to 
work for an NGO providing 
education to children in the 
island district of Majuli , Assam.

 A brief extract of his 
interview with Vidya Bharati 
Purv Chatra Parishad, alumni 
portal team is given below:

 Interviewer: Can you 
tell us about your academic 
and professional journey so 
far?

 Diganta: I have studied 
in Shankardev Sishu Niketan, 
Patacharkuchi. I have done 
graduation in English Literature 
from Gauhati University and 
post graduation in the same 
s u b j e c t  f r o m  B o d o l a n d 
University (2018).

 After completion of my 
higher education I took a gap 
year of 1 year and joined Ayang 
Trust for two years under its 

fellowship program.

 In terv iewer :  What 
inspired you to take up 
fellowship under an NGO and 
how was your experience 
there?

 D i g a n t a :  A f t e r 
complet ion of  my h igher 
studies, I somehow felt that my 
education was incomplete. I felt 
the urge to experience more. I 
have always wanted to do more 
for our society and when I got 
the chance to do a fellowship 
programme under Ayang Trust, 
I grabbed the opportunity.

 Experience wise, it is 
one of the best decisions that I 
have taken. Ayang Trust works 
in three sectors: Education, 
Health and Livelihood. My work 
was under the education 
d iv is ion which helped in 
promotion of better education 
a n d  b u i l d  e d u c a t i o n a l 
infrastructure in remotely 
located schools. For two years I 
worked in  Majuli , Assam, 
which is one of the largest 
island districts in the world. The 

people of this island mostly 
belong to different tribes and 
depend on agriculture for their 
livelihood. During this time I got 
to work at the grassroots level 
and connect with a wide range 
of people.

 Interviewer: How was 
your experience under Vidya 
Bharati school?

 Diganta: Vidya Bharati 
school is quite different from 
any conventional school. Here 
discipline, morality, respect and 
Indian culture is given equal 
importance as to academics. I 
feel that all these aspects are 
n e c e s s a r y  f o r  o v e r a l l 
development of the personality.

 Interviewer: Would 
y o u  l i k e  t o  s h a r e  a n y 
message with the Vidya 
Bharati students?

 Diganta :  The  on l y 
message that I would like to 
share with the students is that 
they should try and lead a 
disciplined life. It would surely 
help them in the future.

handicrafts. Vaidehi Thacker, a 
V i d y a  B h a r a t i  A l u m n i ,  i s 
promoting the handicrafts of 
Gujarat through her work by 
supporting artists to sell their 
products.

 Vaidehi is an alumnus of 
Shree Sahayog Sarasvati Vidya 
Mandir – Gandhidham, where 
she studied till 12th standard. 
After completing her schooling, 
she pursued a B.Com degree; 
post which she did a Certification 
Course in Library Science.

 V a i d e h i ' s  s t r o n g 
attachment with her school took 
her back to serve her school 
again. For the next 7 years she 
was doing Seva Karya at her 
school where he taught music, 

a r r a n g e d  c u l t u r a l 
programs, managed office 
work  and the school 
library.

 “I could never part from 
my school. Everything I 
have learned there, has 
helped me to shape my 
life”, mentioned Vaidehi, 
who is now serving Vidya 
Bharati as Purv Chatra 
P r a m u k h  ( A l u m n i 

coordinator) from Kachchh.

 Vaidehi also runs an 
initiative through which she 
promotes handicrafts from 
Kachchh and helps several 
artisans to sell their products.

 “Gujarat is a land of art 
and craft. A great range of ethnic 
communities live in this region  
who have  been  maintaining  
traditional  culture  in  the  form  
of  handicrafts”, mentioned 
Vaidehi.

 Kachchh is famous for its 
handicrafts, 
hi l ls, white 
d e s e r t s , 
b e a u t i f u l 
v i r g i n  s e a 
b e a c h e s , 
various forts 
and above all 
Dholaveera, 
one of  the 
five largest 
H a r a p p a n 
s i t e s  a n d 
among the 
m o s t 
p r o m i n e n t 

archaeological sites in India 
belonging to the Indus Valley 
Civilization. Till today some of the 
Kachchhi motifs can be traced to 
t h e  a n c i e n t  H a r a p p a n 
civilization.

 “Kutch is a treasure chest 
like no other, where each village 
has a different compartment of 
de l igh ts .  Embro ide ry  has 
become a craft synonymous with 
Kachchh and is world renowned 
for its mirrored embroideries.  
The other popular handicrafts 
include Ajrakh prints, Block 
prints, Bandhani and Batik 
prints”, shared Vaidehi, who 
sources these products directly 
from artisans and sells them 
through her Facebook and 
Instagram pages.

 She started promoting 
and selling these products to her 
friends, family and neighborhood 
first. Gradually she started 
reaching out to people through 
social media. Currently she had 
around 12 people in her team.
